Nail this look

1.	 Using a Kanga File, shape nails to a long almond.

2.	 Apply one coat of Stickey Base Coat.

3.	 Apply two coats of CND Oilslick. Follow with 
one coat of CND Ice Blue Shimmer Effect.

4.	Seal your colour with one coat of Super Shiney 
Top Coat. Feeling adventurous? Add pearl 
sequins to a feature nail – use a drop of Super 
Shiney Top Coat to adhere each sequin to nail. 
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
